e Someone who is prepared to step up and be an active member of a committee, potential office
holders of committees, be part of changes and progress and who is truly passionate about making a
difference in our industry.

e Someone who shows initiative, creativity, commitment to their task and who is able to collaborate
with others, listen to their views and ideals and work with them to achieve the best outcome for the
group.

e Someone who can recognise a conflict of interest in certain situations and declare that interest and
step back for the greater good of the group.
