CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
1. All people entering the grounds, competitors, and handlers, 

do so voluntarily.  Neither the organising committee nor The 
Australian Stock Horse Society, accept any liability for any 
accident, damage, injury to horses, riders, spectators or any 
other person or property whatsoever. 

2. The committee has the right to delete or alter the 
programme, in part or entirely. 

3. Proof of current ASHS membership may be asked for. All 
riders and handlers must be current financial members of 
the ASHS. 

4. All horses must be fully registered with the Australian Stock 
Horse Society – NOT foal recorded or Breeding Purposes 
only.  Papers may be inspected.  Horses must be owned by 
a financial member at time of competition.   

5. Juniors under 13 years can enter unregistered horses in 
junior ridden classes. 

6. All competitors under 18 years must wear an ASA approved 
skull cap, or international equivalent whenever handling or 
riding a horse. No handling or riding of stallions by 
competitors under 18 is permitted.
