1.      The Deniliquin Branch Show & Challenge is conducted under the auspices of the Australian Stock Horse 

Society and shall run in accordance with the rules and regulations of the Society. 

2.      The Committee reserves the right to cancel, combine, add or amend both classes and prizes at any time. 

3.      The Committee reserves the right to refuse admittance to any person as they deem necessary. 

4.      Changes in class entries  cannot be made with the ring steward unless the show secretary can confirm 
that an administration error occurred during processing. 

5.      All horses to be owned by a financial member of the Australian Stock Horse Society and handlers or riders 
must be a current member of the Society. Temporary membership for non-members competing must be 
paid for with entries by close off date. (Cost: - Adults - $50; Youth - $20). 

6.      All horses must be registered with the Australian Stock Horse Society. 

7.      A copy of current ASHLA membership cards must be sent with entries. 

8.      Youth under 18 years can enter unregistered horses in classes for competitors under 18 years. 

9.      Youth competitors must wear an ASA approved hard hat. Under no circumstances can youth handle or ride 
stallions or colts. 

10.    The judge’s decision will be final.   Any protest must be lodged in writing to the secretary within 30 
minutes after the event and be accompanied by a fee of $50.00 which is refundable if the protest is upheld. 

11.    All horses to be ridden in snaffle bits. 

12.    In led classes, entire’s (2 years and over) must have a bit in their mouth and be under the control of the 
bit. 

13. Newcomer – Eligible to those horses who have not competed under saddle in any discipline prior to the 
Newcomer Final at the 2025 Victorian State Show. Once a horse has won a Newcomer Class, they are 
ineligible to compete in another Newcomer Class in that season. The 4 placegetters will be eligible to 
compete in the Newcomer Final at the 2026 Victorian State Show. 

14.   VICTORIAN HIGH POINT HORSE OF THE SHOW classes– 1st = 4pts, 2nd = 3pts, 3rd = 

2pts, 4th = 1pt. * Indicates classes eligible for highpoint.
